From Basic Search: 

· “dead nurses” produces portrait photos: show re-scanned photos: individuals can search for ancestors: eg. E Dickson; Mary Ann Eliza Young; Constance E.M. Seymour
· “Pyjamas” and “dances”! (1st hit)
· “Conscription for women” produces 7 press-cuttings on this debate

· “Churchill w/5 pamphlet” produces his pamphlet on munitions: MULTI_PAGE doc for navigation within document
· “Refugees” within highlighted section “Belgium” produces 1197 hits: highlight second for typescript report on services for refugees
· Talk about subject spread: food, agriculture, transport, education, military, suffrage and politics

From Advanced Search:

· “Woolwich arsenal” in “All” and “Munitions” as section
· Highlight a section to list complete contents 

· Search “Poster” in Title to return 7 posters – because word in item description in metadata, c/f word “poster” in full text through basic search returns 1205 hits. 

· Fuzzy: demo with “Low” level on Stratford on Avon – brings up “upon” Avon – 3rd hit works, highlighting way out on first two!

Under “Browse”
· Highlight “Dog and Cats of Empire” then “search” for 14 hits of varying format

· Highlight Gladys Storey’s Fund for Bovril 

From Resources
· Scroll through fact sheet on Queen Mary’s Auxiliary Army Nursing Corps to illustrate outreach to other useful resources – Commonwealth Wargraves Commission, Medals lists at TNA etc, and bibliography. 

· Mention inclusion of biographies of key individuals to be included here (currently under “About”) 
· Talk about colour images to appear under “resources”
From About 

· From Joanna Bourke’s essay, scroll down to link to Red Cross Society 20 – returns 70 documents from this file: bring up 4th hit – citation for a Miss Henrietta Fraser (in French) for the Legion d’Honneur. Point out usefulness to family historians as well as researchers – search on individual names.
